New Actuators: Tactile Pushbuttons and Membrane Pushbuttons

Human-machine interfaces with Shortron control units are meeting the highest demands of function, usability and design. New are the pushbuttons with tactile feedback and the membrane pushbuttons. Both actuator types increase the operating safety, since they have a defined tactile pressure point; the user feels right away whether the desired process has been triggered. The tactile pushbuttons feature IP65 or IP67 rating. They are available with homogeneous or ring-type illumination to ensure optimum adaptation to the touch panel design. The easy-to-clean membrane pushbuttons are particularly suitable for hygienic applications such as food processing or outdoor installation requiring absolutely tight actuators; for such cases we can implement the IP69k protection rating. V4A steel makes the membrane pushbuttons even resistant to salt water. Tactile pushbuttons and membrane pushbuttons are well suited for switching low voltages and currents.
Encapsulated Shortron Actuators
With the potted version of the Shortron actuators, Schlegel meets the request for easy, fast and safe mounting as well as for a high IP rating in front and on the rear of the panel. As of now, some of the units are available in a potted version, from pushbuttons to key switches. The potted models are supplied with cable assembly and M12 connector; possible sources of error due to incorrect wiring are therefore excluded. The plug-and-play design enables quick and safe mounting or retrofitting of the devices. There is no need for an enclosure solution. The potted version is suitable for all applications where control units are exposed to pollution or splashing water.
